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Checklist for APOLLO XIII INSTRUCTIONS

1. Do you refer to materials that are needed to build the scrubber as they are referred to on the parts list? 

2. Have you considered your audience (what they already know, the circumstances in which they will use the instructions, and how the instructions will be delivered?)

3. Organization 

Before getting into the details, do you include an overview that helps  the user  to understand or visualize the objective of the design?

Do you also categorize your steps and include an overview  for each grouping that helps the user understand or visualize the objective of the grouping?  (crucial if there are many steps)

4. If necessary, do you include a brief discussion of why the design works as it does (Theory of Operation)?

5. Have you anticipated problems that the astronauts may encounter when putting together your device and provided the necessary explanations and advice?  (troubleshooting)

7. Do you use the imperative verb form for each step?  Are your verbs clear and precise action verbs?  

8. Has each member proofread the completed instructions to make sure they  flow and that there are no mistakes?
