An excerpt from Jeanne Herrick’s EDC Individual Essay assignment, explaining the point system she uses for grading preparation:  

3 out of 10 points are allotted to process: -- quality of draft, discussion of draft, preparation and discussion of other people’s drafts

For 2009-2010, she is considering giving 5 points for process:

1-3 points on the quality of the draft (e.g. an A draft would get 3 points, etc.)

1 point for their preparation and handling of the discussion about their own draft

1 point for the preparation and contribution to others
